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Reflection:
Fear, panic it’s rampant in our country and the world, but no one has answers, no one knows what to do or what will happen.  Or do they?  “There is no fear in love, but perfect love casts out fear (I John 4:18, ESV).”  No matter what happens, no matter how bad it gets, we don’t need to be afraid, at least for those of us who profess Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, and the wonderful news is, anyone and everyone can do just that!  Turn your fears, your doubts, your worries over to Him, Who knows the beginning and the end, and everything in between.
